Description The project involved the reconstruction of the Manchester Bolton 
and Bury canal through the new Middlewood Locks development in 
Salford. The scheme involved 500 m of canal re-opened as the 
centrepiece of the Middlewood Locks regeneration scheme. 
 
GHA Livigunn role included the design of the 16 m x 10 m box 
culvert bridge section adjacent to the existing inner relief road that 
forms part of the new canal. The roof of the structure is utilised for 
parking and the design was completed in accordance to Highways 
Agency standards and was supported of steel bearing piles and the 
existing masonry walls in a solution that integrated the permanent 
and temporary works. 
 

Other aspects of the design included a 7m deep lock constructed 
using secant piling adjacent a railway viaduct, GHA Livigunn acted 
as temporary works checker and completed the detail design of the 
lock for BW Working at all times in close liaison with Volker Stevin 
and British Waterways to produce a cost effective, viable solution 
that met the client’s requirements. 
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
