The purpose of the project was to improve the performance of the
existing inlet works, the screens were regularly blinding and causing
flooding and the grit removal was ineffective.

The works comprised installing new coarse screens, screened CSO,
fine screens and detritors and a 300MLD interstage pumping station.
The site was very restricted and the layout required careful planning
in terms of buildability, phasing and connections to the existing
works. The compact site layout includes what are believed to be the
longest grit rakes in the UK

Hydraulic design was critical and a full physical model was built to
verify the design and finalise benching requirements to reduce
sedimentation.
